5 The LORD observed the extent of human wickedness on the earth, and he 
saw that everything they thought or imagined was consistently and totally 
evil. 6 So the LORD was sorry he had ever made them and put them on the 
earth. It broke his heart. 7 And the LORD said, “I will wipe this human race I 
have created from the face of the earth. Yes, and I will destroy every living 
thing—all the people, the large animals, the small animals that scurry along 
the ground, and even the birds of the sky. I am sorry I ever made them.” 
8 But Noah found favor with the LORD. Genesis 6:5–8 NLT

17 I am going to bring floodwaters on the earth to destroy all life under the 
heavens, every creature that has the breath of life in it. Everything on earth 
will perish. 18 But I will establish my covenant with you, and you will enter 
the ark—you and your sons and your wife and your sons’ wives with you. 19 
You are to bring into the ark two of all living creatures, male and female, to 
keep them alive with you. 20 Two of every kind of bird, of every kind of 
animal and of every kind of creature that moves along the ground will come 
to you to be kept alive. 21 You are to take every kind of food that is to be 
eaten and store it away as food for you and for them.” 22 Noah did 
everything just as God commanded him.

8 Then God said to Noah and to his sons with him: 9 “I now establish my 
covenant with you and with your descendants after you 10 and with every 
living creature that was with you—the birds, the livestock and all the wild 
animals, all those that came out of the ark with you—every living creature 
on earth. 11 I establish my covenant with you: Never again will all life be 
destroyed by the waters of a flood; never again will there be a flood to 
destroy the earth.” 12 And God said, “This is the sign of the covenant I am 
making between me and you and every living creature with you, a covenant 
for all generations to come: 13 I have set my rainbow in the clouds, and it 
will be the sign of the covenant between me and the earth. 14 Whenever I 
bring clouds over the earth and the rainbow appears in the clouds, 15 I will 
remember my covenant between me and you and all living creatures of 
every kind. Never again will the waters become a flood to destroy all life. 16 
Whenever the rainbow appears in the clouds, I will see it and remember the 
everlasting covenant between God and all living creatures of every kind on 
the earth.”  17 So God said to Noah, “This is the sign of the covenant I have 
established between me and all life on the earth.” Genesis 9:8–17 NIV 
 

• Like Noah, I will _________________________________________. 
As it was in the days of Noah, so it will be at the coming of the Son of Man. 
For in the days before the flood, people were eating and drinking, marrying 
and giving in marriage, up to the day Noah entered the ark; and they knew 
nothing about what would happen until the flood came and took them all 
away. That is how it will be at the coming of the Son of Man. Matt. 24:37–39 
 

6 Then [God] used the water to destroy the ancient world with a mighty flood. 
7 And by the same word, the present heavens and earth have been stored up 
for fire. They are being kept for the day of judgment, when ungodly people 
will be destroyed. 8 But you must not forget this one thing, dear friends: A day 
is like a thousand years to the Lord, and a thousand years is like a day. 9 The 
Lord isn’t really being slow about his promise, as some people think. No, he 
is being patient for your sake. He does not want anyone to be destroyed, but 
wants everyone to repent.
