From then on, Jesus began to preach and to say, “Repent, because the 
kingdom from heaven is near!” Matthew 4:17 (ISV) 
 

Jesus went on to say, “I tell you the truth, some standing here right now will not 
die before they see the Kingdom of God arrive in great power!” Mark 9:1 (NLT)

'In the last days, God says, I will pour my Spirit on everyone. Your sons and 
daughters will speak what God has revealed. Your young men will see visions. 
Your old men will dream dreams…. 33 Exalted to the right hand of God, he has 
received from the Father the promised Holy Spirit and has poured out what 
you now see and hear. 34 For David did not ascend to heaven, and yet he said, 
"'The Lord said to my Lord: "Sit at my right hand… Acts 2:14-16, 33-34 (NIV) 
 

Therefore let all Israel be assured of this: God has made this Jesus, whom 
you crucified, both Lord and Messiah.” 37 When the people heard this, they 
were cut to the heart and said to Peter and the other apostles, "Brothers, 
what shall we do?" 38 Peter replied, "Repent and be baptized, every one of 
you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. And you will 
receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 39 The promise is for you and your children 
and for all who are far off--for all whom the Lord our God will call." :40 With 
many other words he warned them; and he pleaded with them, "Save 
yourselves from this corrupt generation.” Acts 2:36-40 (NIV) 
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
